"There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit."  (KJV Romans 8:1).  
Sometimes we need a gentle reminder of the tremendous liberty, and freedom we have because of Jesus, The Christ.  During our September session, we labored over the difficulty of memorizing scripture. Key takeaways: The role of the prophet is to deliver the message, not to interpret the meaning or action required. 

Doing the will of God does not always have a positive outcome. 

Fact gathering is an important part  of the process for making Godly decisions.  Once we gather the facts, the final determining factor on whether we should do something is whether God has directed us to do it, not whether it makes sense.  
Godly Decision Principle:  The Bible encourages us to make decisions based on obedience, not outcome.  

God is not trying to keep His Will a secret. 
Trust God, Obey God.
